Reports & Information Items:  PreK-5 Principal Ginger Heuker shared that they are still reviewing state report card results while 6-12 Principal Jeff Reese discussed some of the initial results locally within the performance index and value added components. Jackson Center was very strong in both of these categories.  While a noteworthy number of schools in the Shelby, Auglaize, Darke and Mercer county region continue to have some of the strongest report cards in Ohio, Jackson Center had the best overall rating of all in this region by earning a 5 out of 5 star rating and a total of 24 of 25 stars overall.  This is the 2nd year in a row for both scores.  The 5 components of the Ohio School Report Card are, Achievement, Progress, Gap Closing, Early Literacy and Graduation rates.

Mr. Reichert shared that bids for the multipurpose building would now be coming in based on an adjustment to the price estimate after conversation with Freytag.   Additionally, the school is in conversations with the Village and Growth Association about the potential use of 2 of the school’s paved lots to house travel trailers in April during the rare, solar eclipse.  The school believes they can allow this use with minimal disruption to activities.
